Year-end points in all CCHA classes awarded as defined in rule 9 "CCHA class points" ("One point for winning class plus
one point for each horse defeated. No points are awarded if the total score is zero, but the show counts toward meeting
minimum requirement of competing in one-half of the shows to qualify for year-end awards.").

Year-end awards in all CCHA classes based on the number of qualified open horses or non pro horse and rider
combinations at the end of the year (hereinafter referred to as "qualified exhibitors") as defined in rule 10 "Year-end
performance awards" ("...must meet the minimum requirements of competing in one-half of the shows and earning at least
one non-zero score.").

i) In classes with 1-2 qualified exhibitors, 1 place will be awarded.
ii) In classes with 3-4 qualified exhibitors, 3 places will be awarded.
i) In classes with 5-9 qualified exhibitors, 5 places will be awarded.
iv) In classes with 10 or more qualified exhibitors, 10 places will be awarded.
v) In classes with 1-6 qualified exhibitors, champion will receive a trophy buckle.
vi) In classes with 7 or more qualified exhibitors, champion will receive a trophy saddle and reserve champion will receive a
trophy buckle.
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
